Some of you
didn’t receive
the January
Newsletter until January 21%, eight
days after our January |13th RFFOW
meeting. It may not matter to many
of you because due to your location
you cannot attend our monthly
meetings. We always deliver the
Newsletter to the printer ten days
before the monthly meeting date.
This allows ten days for printing, dry-
ing, a few days for the mailing service
to address and deliver to the post
office for delivery two or three days
before the meeting and serves as a
reminder of the meeting. This
schedule has worked well in the past.

Megan will put the
Newsletter together for proof read-
ing on Sunday for delivery to the
printer on Monday February |.2016,
ten days before the February meet-
ing on the 10™. | don’t know what
happened in December. The News-
letter was delivered to the post of-
fice as scheduled. It was either due
to the Christmas rush or it was mis-
placed at the post office, however it
took twenty-one days for delivery.

This is a good example as to why
you should get the Newsletter by e-
mail if you have a computer and
printer.

One of the most time consuming but
enjoyable parts of my job is receiving
and opening the mail with the annual
dues check. So far about three hun-
dred checks have been received. In
spite of the processing and banking it
is a pleasure seeing the names and
reading the short notes. Sometimes
| am not able to put a face with the
name. It often reminds me of some-
one whom | have not seen or heard
of for a long time. Of course this
brings back memories of the individ-
ual or of a situation. Each month |
also view the names on the payroll
deduction form | receive from the
Department of Retirement Systems.
This often leads to a phone call to a
member who | had not talked to or
heard from for many years or to a
wife of someone who is deceased
just to say hello and thank them for
their continued membership. These
phone calls often last for one-half
hour to forty minutes, requiring me
to limit the calls. | wish | could call
each of you if only to say hello.

We continue to ask you to use pay-
roll deduction for the payment of
your dues and e-mail for the delivery
of the Newsletter. | know the e-mail
is not possible for many of you and

we understand. For many of you
who can it would save us printing
cost, mailing service fees and post-
age. We do appreciated the support
and approval of the recent dues in-
crease. | belong to a car club that
just recently notified us that they will
no longer mail out their newsletter.
For those members who do not have
a computer they will make copies
and send them out using a first class
stamp, eliminating the cost of print-
ing and the cost of the mailing ser-
vice.

Along those lines, please read and
consider the notice from DRS, the
Department of Retirement Systems
regarding direct deposit to your bank
of your monthly retirement check.
This is a no brainer. The check is
deposited in your account on the
same day each month regardless of
the weather, a holiday or a problem
at the post office. This eliminates
the problem with a lost or stolen
check. You don’t need your own
computer to sign up for this service.
You can register on a friend or rela-
tive’s computer or maybe at your
own bank. You can also register to
have your city check deposited di-
rectly if you are receiving a city
check. | am using this service and
have had no problem. Last year
some checks were delayed in the
mail for a few days causing members

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to call me. | could only advise the
caller to call the post office, DRS in
Olympia, or the pension office. For
those of you who like to feel and
see the check, DRS and the pension
office in Seattle at least, both send
by mail a confirmation and a receipt
of the check with all the infor-
mation, gross pay, deductions and
net amount.

| am pleased to report that both of
our legislative issues have been en-
dorsed by the Select Committee on
Pension Policy. The first bill will
reopen the window period for
those who married after retirement
to sign up for a survivor option.
The second bill will allow LEOFF |
and State Patrol retirees to pur-
chase a state retirement annuity.
These bills are now being consid-
ered in legislative committees. This
is a good time to remind you that if
you remarry, you must wait one
year to apply for a survivor benefit
and then must apply before the sec-
ond anniversary of your marriage.

| want to remind you that if for
some reason we fail to acknowledge
the payment of your dues or legisla-
tive fund donation, please let us
know. We now print the names of
those who make a dues payment or
a contribution to the legislative fund
in the Newsletter to acknowledge
and thank you. You can also con-
firm the year your dues are paid by
looking at the mailing label on your
Newsletter.

| recently attended a breakfast for
Snohomish County retired firefight-
ers. | also attended a breakfast
meeting with Ken Crowder, a re-
tired Snohomish County sheriff and
Jerry Taylor, President of the Re-
tired Seattle Police Officers Associa-
tion in Bellingham with the Belling-
ham Retired Police Officers Associ-
ation. In each case they expressed

their thanks and appreciation for
the work we do in Olympia and for
reaching out to everyone who
needs assistance. | was able to ad-
dress each group to site our accom-
plishments and to address the histo-
ry, the current status and the future
of the RFFOW. | was again able to
discuss the same issues at our regu-
lar meeting in January, explaining
that the members of the RFFOW
are paying the cost of campaign con-
tributions and the expense of lobby-
ing in Olympia for all retired L-! & L
-2 police officers and firefighters.
It’s fairly easy to list our accomplish-
ments but much more difficult to
discuss or project the future. How-
ever, | can tell you that our mem-
bership is declining as are the mem-
berships of each small local police
or firefighters’ retirement groups
Spokane, Tacoma, Everett, Renton,
Bellingham, etc. We are not only
losing members in our retiree
groups but we are finding it very
difficult to find retirees to serve on
retirement boards, both Prior Act
boards in first class cities and L-|
boards in each jurisdiction with a
population over 20,000. Some
boards may only have one or two
members and no one to serve on
the board as both members live out
of state. We must be prepared to
address this situation before the
state or some city association de-
cides to move forward with legisla-
tion and a solution. Not a sugges-
tion at this point but the logical step
might be for all local boards to
merge with a county board. One
problem with this is who is going to
serve on this board and how would
this board administer the different
benefits granted by local boards,
dental, eye care and whatever else,
pursuant to RCW 41.26.150 bene-
fits. At one point there was a sug-
gestion and an attempt to create a
state board, which I’'m sure would
not be in our best interest. | have
discussed our declining membership
in our December and January
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President Warbrouck presenting
former director Dick Byrd with his
service plaque. Warbrouck thanked

Byrd for his years of service and
many contributions to the RFFOW!

Newsletters and at our monthly
meetings. One idea it to merge
with other retiree associations or to
form a state wide organization for
all law enforcement, firefighter retir-
ees LEOFF | and LEOFF II.

This would enable us to hire
two staff people, a President and
lobbyist or Executive Director, an

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Administrative Assistant and rent an
office. We could elect a President,
Secretary-Treasurer and district
directors to administer the organi-
zation.

In any regard, we must recruit L-I|
members. We have some but not
many. They have to be made aware
of what we have done for LEOFF I
retirees and that this retirement
association will soon be an L-ll re-
tirement association. They have to
understand how important this
group would be if there is ever a
move to create a LEOFF Il retire-
ment system with a defined contri-
bution benefit. It will also be im-
portant to have a LEOFF Il retiree
association to keep abreast of what
is happening with pensions across
the United States and here in Olym-
pia. Don’t think a LEOFF Ill system
can’t be created; whoever thought
there would be a LEOFF Il system.
Regardless of the importance for
retirement purposes a LEOFF Il re-
tiree association will be needed for
communications among members,
via a Newsletter, website, meetings
and legislative notices. In addition
there is a need for camaraderie,
social announcements and retire-
ment notices, notification when a
member is in need of help or be
notified of a member’s death.

Should we do anything in this regard
or just stand by? If nothing else we
the RFFOW must develop a recruit-
ment program and look to the fu-
ture. Stay tuned?

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February Pension
Report

A SHORT GUIDE TO 2016 SO-
CIAL SECURITY BENEFITS: So-
cial Security takes your 35 highest-
earning years into account when
computing your benefit. Each year's
income, up to the maximum taxable
Social Security wages, is indexed
for inflation and averaged together.
A formula is then applied to arrive
at your full Social Security benefit --
that is, the monthly amount you are
entitled to if you retire at your full
retirement age, according to Inter-
national Foundation of Employee
Benefits. Once your average in-
dexed monthly earnings are calcu-
lated, if your first year of eligibility is
2016, your benefit is calculated as:

90% of the first $856 in month-
ly earnings.

32% of the amount between
&856 and $5,157.

15% of the amount above
$5,157.

As an example, let us say that your
average indexed monthly earnings
were $4,000. Based on the formula,
your benefit would be 90% of $856,
or $770.40, and 32% of the other
$3,144, or $1,006.08. Adding these
together produces a monthly bene-
fit of $1,776.48. Are you eligible? In
order to be eligible, you need to
earn 40 "credits" during your work-
ing lifetime. Each $1,260 in earn-
ings you have in 2016 will give you
one credit, up to a maximum of four
credits per year. This amount
changes each year, but if you earn

enough to get the four-credit maxi-
mum in each of 10 years, you will
be eligible for Social Security bene-
fits. Filing early or late can make a
big difference. You do not have to
wait until full retirement age to start
collecting benefits. In fact, you can
file for Social Security as early as
age 62. If you file early, your benefit
will be reduced. Starting with your
full benefit amount, your benefit is
reduced by 6.7% for each year be-
fore full retirement age (up to three
years), and 5% for each year be-
yond that. Conversely, if you
choose to delay benefits, your
monthly checks will increase by 8%
for each year you decide to wait.
Here is how your benefit could be
affected if your full retirement age is
66 and you start collecting at:

Age 62, you get 75% of the full
retirement benefit amount.
Age 64, you get 86.7%.

Age 66, you get 100%.

Age 68, you get 116%.

Age 70, you get 132%.

You can obtain your Social Security
statement by creating an account at
www.ssa.gov. Your statement con-
tains valuable information, such as
your estimated benefit amount at
full retirement age; eligibility for
benefits; a history of how much you
have earned each year. The easi-
est way to apply for Social Security
benefits is online at ssa.gov. The
application takes about 15 minutes,
according to the SSA, and there are
no additional forms to sign, and
usually are no additional documen-
tation requirements. You can also
apply by phone from7 a.m.to 7
p.m., Monday through Friday, or in
person at your local Social Security
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office. There is more to Social Se-
curity than retirement benefits. In
fact, there are three other types of
Social Security benefits to be aware
of: spousal benefits: if you and your
spouse both file for Social Security
at full retirement age, each spouse
is guaranteed a minimum of half of
the other's benefit. For example, if
a retiree is entitled to a monthly
benefit of $2,000, their spouse will
receive at least $1,000, even if his
or her own benefit amount would be
much less. Survivors' benefits: if a
worker dies, his widow, children
and other dependents could be eli-
gible for benefits; and disability
benefits: If you can no longer work,
your Social Security record could
entitle you to benefits. Can you
work and collect Social Security at
the same time in 20167 Sort of.
There are three different categories
of Social Security recipients, and
there is a different "earnings test"
for each. For SS recipients who will
not yet reach full retirement age in
the 2016 calendar year, the first
$15,720 in earnings is exempt. Be-
yond that amount, every $2 in earn-
ings will reduce Social Security
benefits by $1. For SS recipients
who will attain full retirement age
during 2016, the first $41,880 is
exempt, and the reduction is just $1
for every $3 in earnings beyond
that. Plus, only the months before
your birthday count toward the total.
Finally, SS recipients who work
past full retirement age will experi-
ence no benefit reduction, no mat-
ter how much they earn.
