The meeting 

dates, time, location and parking 

information will be posted on our 

website. The next meeting is 

scheduled for Tuesday, July 19, 

2016 at 10:00 am.

TEN THINGS YOU SHOULD KNOW 
ABOUT PUBLIC PENSION DISCLO-
SURE CHANGES: State and local 
government retirement systems 
have significant oversight and dis-
closure requirements, some of 
which are being considerably modi-
fied. Several new and separate 
public pension calculations (http://
www.nasra.org/files/
JointPublications/
FundingOverview.pdf) are being 
published - each derived in differ-
ent manners and for distinct pur-
poses - and could easily be misun-
derstood and create confusion. Be-
low are ten key takeaways regard-
ing existing disclosures, notable 
changes and their effects:  
 

1. State and local governments 
provide significant oversight for 
their retirement systems and re-
quire open reporting and process-
es. These systems are established 
under state statutes, local ordi-
nances or both; subject to fiduci-
ary, investment and administrative 
laws, as well as to open records 
and sunshine statutes; overseen by 
elected governmental bodies, state 
and local regulators, elected office 
holders, the public and independ-
ent boards of trustees. 
 

2. The Governmental Accounting 
Standards Board (GASB) is recog-
nized by governments, the ac-
counting industry and the capital 
markets as the official source of 
generally accepted accounting 
principles for state and local gov-

ernments. GASB standards must be 
followed to receive a clean audit. 
GASB was established by state and 
local government organizations in 
conjunction with the Financial Ac-
counting Foundation, in recogni-
tion of the fact that governments 
are fundamentally different from 
for-profit business enterprise, in-
cluding their unique time horizons, 
oversight, revenue streams, consti-
tutional or contractual protections, 
stakeholders and accountability for 
resources. 
 

3. GASB has recently completed a 
multi-year process of reviewing 
and revising its accounting stand-
ards on public pension reporting. 
GASB Statement 68, which will be 
implemented into state and local 
government financial statements 
this year, includes many changes. 
Notably, state and local govern-
ments will now be required to re-
port their net pension liability on 
their balance sheets. 
 

4. The new GASB requirements do 
not affect actuarial funded ratios or 
pension contribution require-
ments; they only change where 
and how pension costs are ac-
counted for in financial statements 
to provide additional and more 
prominent information. 
 

5. The placement of net pension 
liabilities on an employerΩs balance 
sheet could create the erroneous 
impression that this is an obligation 
that is due immediately. This is not 
the case. Pensions are funded and 
paid out over very long periods—
contributions are made over em-
ployeesΩ careers and distributions 
are provided in monthly install-

ments in their retirement. 
 

6. A new term, άpension expense,έ 
refers to the change in the net pen-
sion liability from one year to the 
next, and should not be confused 
with what governments actually 
budget and expend on pension 
contributions. The new GASB net 
pension liability figure will be vola-
tile, because it is based, in part, on 
the market value of pension assets, 
which fluctuate with investment 
markets. Under GASB 68, pension 
expense is a measure of this volatil-
ity, not an employerΩs pension con-
tribution. 
 

7. Information about annual pen-
sion contributions has not gone 
away. Actuarially determined pen-
sion contributions, as well as the 
assumptions that underlie them, 
are required to be included in fi-
nancial notes, along with a govern-
mentΩs 10-year pension contribu-
tion history. The financial condition 
of the retirement system, including 
funded status and necessary con-
tributions, must be certified by 
qualified actuaries that adhere to 
Actuarial Standards of Practice 
maintained by the Actuarial Stand-
ards Board, which identifies what 
U.S. actuaries should consider doc-
ument and disclose. 
 

8. Adjusted pension data being 
published by some credit rating 
agencies does not change a gov-
ernmentΩs pension liabilities; it is 
merely part of their credit ana-
lytics. Some credit ratings agencies 
are now modifying pension data 
using their own methodologies to 
standardize results and they are 
publishing this adjusted data. Cred 
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it ratings agencies have long been 
factoring pension liabilities into 
their credit ratings and bond 
ratings for only a small number of 
governments are expected to 
change due to pension obligations. 
 

9. State and local policymakers are 
urged to review the effectiveness 
of existing funding policies and 
practices. National organizations 
representing the nationΩs gover-
nors, state legislatures, state and 
local officials, and public finance 
professionals have released Pen-

sion Funding: A Guide for Elected 
Officials (http://www.nasra.org/
files/JointPublications/
PensionFundingGuide%281%
29.pdf), which recommends the 
calculation and payment of actuari-
ally determined pension contribu-
tions within accepted guidelines so 
that pension promises can be paid, 
employer costs can be managed, 
and the pension funding policy is 
clear to all stakeholders. 
 

10. Since the Great Recession, all 
50 states and numerous localities 
have been taking steps to strength-
en their pension funding; none has 
requested or required federal in-

tervention. Federal legislation 
(https://www.congress.gov/
bill/114th-congress/house-
bill/4822/text) has been proposed 
to eliminate the tax-exempt status 
of municipal bonds if state and lo-
cal governments do not comply 
with federally-imposed, conflicting 
and costly pension reporting man-
dates It is inappropriate for the 
federal government to propose un-
funded mandates and penalties in 
an area that is the fiscal responsi-
bility of sovereign States and locali-
ties.

Online fraudsters are staying busy, and they have the loot to prove 
it: Hackers have stolen $112 billion in the past six years, according 

to Javelin Strategy & Research’s latest study on identity fraud. If 
you belong to the 71% of U.S. adults who bank online, those fig-

ures may make you question the safety of your bank account. To 
combat those concerns — and, of course, to protect your money 
— it’s important to know how you can help thwart fraud. 
 

You generally aren’t responsible for unauthorized charges if you 

report them within 60 days of the transaction first appearing on 
your bank statement. Ideally, though, you’d be able to avoid those 

unauthorized charges in the first place. Here’s how: 
-  Change passwords regularly. Use combinations that are difficult 
to guess, such as a mix of upper- and lowercase letters, numbers 

and symbols. The more complex passwords are, the harder they 
will be to crack. 

-  Use anti-virus software. Make sure yours is up to date on your 
home computers and mobile devices. 
-  Check that the network and website are secure. Banking online from the security of your private home network is ideal. With public 

Wi-Fi, you can’t be totally sure who sees what you send online, unless each page you visit is encrypted. If you have to log in while away 
from home, consider using your cellular data plan instead of Wi-Fi, or a virtual private network, known as a VPN. However you choose 
to log in, check for Web page encryption by making sure the address on the browser starts with “https.” The “s” signals that the page is 

secure. 
-  Don’t respond to suspicious emails. If an email proclaims an offer that sounds too good to be true — like someone saying they want 

to wire you $100 million — it probably is. Chances are good that the sender is less interested in making you rich, and more interested 
in plundering your account. 
 

So is online banking safe? Online banking comes with its own set of risks, but those risks often have less to do with the technology than 
with the human beings using it. Take steps to protect your accounts while making sure your bank uses industry-standard security tech-

nology. This way you can enjoy the conveniences of banking online — monitoring your balances to avoid fees, depositing checks, and 
sending money to friends and family — while also staying safe.
